1]	An allocation does NOT mean that the matter is considered sufficiently urgent to hear on the merits. Submissions will need to be made regarding the grounds of urgency.
2]	The applicants are tasked with providing the judge with the meeting id and password for a Microsoft Teams or Zoom hearing and are to record the proceedings and provide the judge’s registrar with the sound byte afterwards.
3]	If parties are of the view that a matter may be heard on the papers and without a hearing (save those set out in PART C) they are to indicate this to the judge’s registrar by no later than 13h00 on Monday 27 July 2020.
4]	Matter 21: the parties will be provided with a Zoom meeting id for purposes of the hearing.
